Thank you again very much for praying for us, and for those we minister with. Please pray for God’s continued blessing on young people who have just been to camps in La Caldera just outside Salta. Facu son of Blas and Liliana went to the adolescent’s camp and took 5 of his cousins with him who had never heard the Word of God before. I am told that the cousins did not behave themselves in the camp as they are not used to discipline in their homes. However they enjoyed the camps. Pray that the Word preached may continue to work in their hearts and also in Facu’s heart, for he only seldom goes to church or any meetings. Facu was also just old enough to go to the young people’s camp. So he also went there with two of his older cousins. Juan Aylan was one of the camp leaders, and Facu was in his group. Roli the young people’s leader in Juarez also came with 8 young people from Juarez. They could come in spite of every thing being more expensive because Catherine the Bishop’s wife brought them in her vehicle. That is why no more young people came from Juarez and none from Chiriguanos or Yema. Pray that they will remember the messages and share it with their friends, as they go home to Juarez tomorrow. Juan Aylan is now a leader in the children’s camp which has just started. Please pray for him and his following up of Facu and others from the camp. Pray for Roli following up those from Juarez.
Juan Aylan has found his university studies very difficult. He will now be starting his third year, but he has not yet passed some of his subjects for his first and second years. The course lasts 6 years if you pass every thing first time. His mother was sending him at most 300 pesos about £50 a month to help him, but she will not be able to do so any more. So while he was in Juarez, for the holidays over Christmas, Juan worked very hard to enlarge and modernise his house there to be able to rent it to support his studies. He is about to do a short computer course to be able to get a job here to further support his studies. Please pray that the Lord may guide as to what university studies he should do to enable him through his life to earn his money while also ministering the Gospel to others. 
Please also pray for the new Bishop in Juarez Nick Drayson. He is learning Wichi, the language of the biggest Indian tribe. Previously he translated the New Testament into Choroti another Indian language which is similar to Wichi. He understands the Wichi speaking to him but he needs to learn their language to be able to reply to them in Wichi. He is 56, and so I thing he and Catherine are very noble to try and tackle a new language. They are also helping the Criollo church in Juarez, and especially trying to unite their very different Vicars Juan and Narciso. Narciso who is single is finding this especially difficult. Please pray for them all in this, and that the Lord may unite them into a loving united team with Deacon Rene. They really all need each other because they are so different and have complementary gifts.
Please also pray for our son Nick and his wife Nicky as they with their daughters Sadie and Cally settle into Singapore and find a permanent home and good church for the family. They moved on the 19th of December. Pray for the girls adapting to their new school. Pray for Nick as he visits different banks he is looking after in the South East of Asia.
Pray also for Susan looking after baby Alex while continuing to teach A levels in her school in Zurich. Her husband Emmanuel will be visiting Liberia, where he will see his mother, and set up a company for moving second hand vehicles there from Switzerland. Susan with Alex will be visiting Liberia during her school holidays. Pray for them in all this.
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
