Latest topic for prayer is Jeremiah's brothers and sisters who live with their grandmother in a wooden hut in a poor area near the river not too far away from Asuncion.  Anibal the eldest, now 26, is in jail and doesn't want to change.  Christian now 18 has just been discharged from the Asuncion psychiatric hospital and is with a Paraguayan rancher in the east of the country who will supervise his medications and try and prevent him from any access to drugs.  He is hooked on pot and went crazy after getting involved with witchcraft.  Brenda is 16, William is 14 and Eli is 12 and these last three Jeremiah wants to have them as borders at the Adventist school at Rio Verde. These young people desperately need to know Jesus and his transforming power and a lifestyle that will give them hope for the future.

 

Tomasa is back at the ranch and can stay for a month before returning to the hospital in Asuncion with the prospect of surgery which she doesn't relish the thought of at all.  As yet she and Miguel, her husband have made no commitment to the Lord.

Patrick is back in Texas. I had some really good conversations with him and he is seeking the Lord and the way forward for the future.  His time in Iraq has left him partially deaf.
