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Thank you again very much for praying for us, and those we minister to. I apologise for not sending our news earlier this month. The great news in the diocese is that Nick Drayson and his wife Catherine have just come back to Argentina to be the Assistant Bishop, ministering mainly among the Indian population. They will be living in Juarez, where they have already gone, after arriving in Salta 2 to 3 days before. Nick told me that he will also minister to the Criollo churches we planted in that area. He was first a school teacher in Buenos Aires. He then came up north and translated the Bible [New Testament] into [Chorote], the language of one of the Indian tribes. Later he was the vicar of the central church in Salta called San Andres. I preached at his ordination in Embarcacion many years ago. So please pray for Nick and Catherine and their future ministry, and for the consecration service on 24 October.
We have had many visitors from Juarez recently as there was a conference for ministers and church leaders. So we have had the privilege of talking to Vicar Tuqui and his wife Rosa from Yema and to Vicar Juan from Juarez.  Rosa wanted to take us back with them to Yema because she thought that Lynn would get better there, though she was pleased to see that Lynn is much better than she used to be. Carlos, a leading member of the PCC in Juarez, with Roli the leader of the young people there, also came to Salta.  Please pray for them all in their different ministries in Yema and Juarez. Since they went back a huge wind took off the roofs of some houses. Please pray for Tuqui and Rosa as they care for them pastorally and no doubt also practically. They are very generous and concerned for the different needs of the people in Yema, above all spiritual, but also material.

Deaconess Elena from Chiriguanos also came but she arrived earlier for medical treatment, mainly for her heart. She had a heart operation in Buenos Aires when she was 19 years old, and she is now 51.  One of her heart valves is now closed.  Please pray for her health and ministry, for she has been a great blessing to many.  Earlier this year a lady called Susana was always having word battles with everyone, including her mother-in-law. After Elena explained the Gospel of Jesus Christ to her, every one was surprised by the great change in her life, and how she was able to forgive everyone, including even her mother-in-law. After this Susana had problems with another believer called Cristina.  Elena talked to them both and said that believers should not be quarrelling with each other. After this they made it up, and began to really love each other. They started visiting each other in their homes. They also started visiting together other believers in their homes. 

Then one of Elena’s close older neighbours became very ill.  He asked Elena to come and to help him to receive Christ. So Elena went and made sure that he recognised his sin. Yes, he said that he did, and so he wanted to be forgiven. So Elena explained the Gospel to him and Rogelio put his faith in Christ for his eternal salvation. Elena then visited him often, teaching him more and praying for his health. Then during one visit Rogelio’s relatives told Elena not to come again because they had got a witchdoctor to come to heal him, and they did not want to hinder this by a Christian believer visiting him. Elena told them not to confuse Rogelio with other ideas. Two days later, Rogelio went to be with his Lord and Saviour. 

Elena’s great sadness is that her husband Santiago has stopped going to church and her daughter Natalia now rarely goes.  Santiago now over-drinks and has gone back to taking cocaine. Please pray for Elena and her ministry, and that her close relatives may come back to the Lord.
