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Thank you again very much for your prayers. With the warmer but also varied weather Lynn has been able to get out more. However she has now got swollen feet, ankles and lower legs. So they are now going to investigate to see the reason.

Juan Aylan hoped he had a stable job in Salta, and so was not able to get to Juarez for the young people’s camp. He got on very well with his first manager who left him with the keys of the shop and so he had to get up early to open up the shop. Near the end of the first month they changed the manager who sacked all the male workers including Juan. So after the camp Juan was able to go to Juarez to help his mother looking after his ailing grand mother. As a result he could see the blessing in the Alpha course for the young people. He went with them to Morillo 120 kilometres on the Salta side of Juarez. Please thank God for the impact of this course on several young people, including a group who Vicar Tuqui brought from Yema, some 75 kilometres on the Formosa side of Juarez. 

Many years ago we used to have weekly meetings in this town and I also went south from the town to prepare Spanish speaking people living in the forests for confirmation. They were confirmed by the then Indian Wichi Bishop Mario. Please pray that some day the Church in Juarez may be led to restart church planting in this town. Vicar Juan Maldonado has a desire to do this.

While he was in Morillo Juan Aylan heard that his grandmother had died in Juarez. The Vicar Juan Maldonado led the burial service and presenting the Gospel of Christ he both comforted the believing mourners and told the others of our only hope of Salvation.

Vicar Juan now goes each week to another village called Quemado which is in the forests south of Juarez. As before he goes every fortnight to the other Quemado, which is some 40 kilometres north of Yema. Pray for Vicar Juan as he goes to both Quemados. He is a good evangelist and has won many for the Lord. Pray also for his co Vicar Narciso who is more organised, that they may learn to work together to preach the same Gospel.

Pray also for Juan Aylan who now has been in Juarez for more than 2 months. After looking after his grandmother he is now looking after his mother who now needs an operation to remove stones from her liver. Juan Aylan also goes with Vicar Juan each week to the Quemado south of Juarez, and he also leads services in Juarez and teaches music to young people in Juarez. He wants to get back to Salta to continue his studies as soon as he can but he will not be able to do so until after his mother has had and recovered from her operation. Please pray for Juan and his mother.
