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BERYL - RECOVERY (a little) Aug 17th 2010

  
The following owes something to a number of people but chief among them Sally Bartlett, wife of the Bishop of Paraguay. She has visited Beryl regularly and kept us totally up to date (within hours of the visit).

 Beryl should be out of hospital by the end of the week, at the latest. This is far too late for her, of course. The best diagnosis is that she had an attack of pneumonia, which, because of its very unusual nature, didn’t respond to treatment as it should have done. It was also said that Beryl’s resistance is low (now there’s a surprise, after she has been living in the Chaco for the last 33 years!).


Her plan is to stay with a Christian couple who live near the hospital, before heading back to the Chaco. The obvious question is “when?” Your guess is as good as anyone’s. If our prayers have done more than brought her through this difficult part of her life, it should be that things cannot go on as they have been, and Beryl should accept this.


Eileen and I thought that if Beryl was to be in the Chaco for a little while, “toughen up”, then return to the U.K. to make serious enquiries about who might have the impossible task of replacing her and to prepare for the next spell in the Chaco, she would best be prepared to return to the Chaco for what should be her last spell (perhaps five years)????. Probably a totally unrealistic hope, but the impossible task of reconciling Beryl’s sustained health with her wish to continue to serve the Indians at the past rate is one that only prayer can answer. We know that many of you are praying for a revelation to this conundrum, which God will reveal in His own time. Beryl has expressed great gratitude for your prayers and messages of goodwill. She will respond in time.


One topic remains; finance. I have already written in a vague manner about payment, especially for the benefit of those who have enquired about how Beryl will have the means to pay. Someone who must remain anonymous has readily agreed to pay the hospital charges. Beryl has so far been paying for her drugs, scans, etc. She thought that up to the present she has spent £500-£600.


 One of her supporting churches was Olympic-style out of the blocks on this matter, and has already raised about one half of the sum above, through the old-fashioned means that a giving and loving church would probably want to do. They (better anonymous, for they haven’t got parishioners with bulging wallets), have done superbly. This does not ask for money; the figures are the best and most up to date we can find. All it means is that there is an opportunity to help Beryl – in this case help Beryl, for your money will go to her, and not be diverted to those she deems more needy – a regular Beryl outlook ( thank goodness).

BERYL – HOME AGAIN AUGUST 17th


Beryl is home again, and no-one more delighted than she. She explains how good it is to be in her bed again, and with her own animals. “Home” is still in Asuncion, for she must go for another test on Friday at the hospital. She will then go to stay with the Christian Community, two of whose members were in very regular vigilance at her bedside. Then it’s back to the Chaco…. at some time. She sends thanks to all who have prayed and shown concern.


The remainder of the e-mail, almost exactly 50%, is concerned with her animals. Beryl can’t be far from back to normal, then, despite feeling very weak.
