Dear Praying Friends,

 

Thank you for all your prayers and get well wishes.  I am now out of hospital and feel stronger every day so I hope to be able to return to the Chaco very soon.

 

The drought continues and where I live it's a very sad sight.  The heat and the north winds have arrived, some blowing at 50kms an hour, lifting up clouds of dust. We cry to the Lord for rain to save the people, plants, birds and animals.  The carpichos, amphibians and reptiles are having a particularly hard time. Rhett is moving all his cattle, at enormous expense to the other side of the country where there is still grass and water but the horses and of course the wild animals will remain.  Without water the Indians and other people that do sustenance farming cannot produce anything in their gardens and have to rely on national emergency services for food and water.

 

Jeremiah has not had any free time for over a month.  I'm looking for someone else who can help out while he spends time with his grandmother and wayward brother and sisters. Please pray that they will be integrated into the Anglican church at Ramoncito where there is a successful outreach to young people with drug/drink related problems.. Luis Cabanas is the part time pastor their.  Anibal, 26 remains in jail and Christian, 18 is in and out of the psychiatric hospital.

 

Brian, Aminda's grandson, who lives in my house with his grandmother and Aunty Ana, celebrated his 5th birthday last Wednesday. He is a very traumatised little boy after being abandoned in the gutter by his mother (his father committed suicide before he was born). He has learning difficulties but had a wonderful birthday party with people that love him.

 

Praise the Lord for the wisdom and GREAT grace thus morning when conversing with my next door neighbour who poisoned Tina and five cats plus an elderly lady's poodle. The poodle was saved by my vet but now she's scared to let it out in her own back garden.  Poison hidden in meat balls was tossed over the garden walls on both sides.  Saturday this man demanded that I cut down a large tree in my front garden because its leaves were falling on his path.  I spoke to him in the presence of his wife.  The conversation ended in handshakes. The tree will be pruned even though the tiniest overhangs into his garden, the broken glass will be removed from the wall and the height will go up.  As it is none of the surviving cats can get out of the garden.

 

Due to the lack of rain fires are sweeping Paraguay, Brazil and Bolivia and a cloud of smoke hangs over these republics.  For this reason the International airport here had to be closed last Friday.

 

Pastor Augustine's wife is now back to normal and very active in the church once again. Now his elderly mother is in hospital but they have the comfort that she knows Jesus and is ready to go to eternity with him any time.

 

Clarity of vision as to how to get all people everywhere involved in reversing climatic changes.  Landowners need to repent and replant the forests they have destroyed, the law needs to be carried through to jail the people still actively involved in destruction and pollution of the environment. Education plus action by students, school children rich and poor alike can make positive changes  The World Wildlife Fund has already involved the students from the Anglican school in planting trees.  A Rocha (Christian in Conservation) has a successful work in Peru.  I hope they can get something off the ground in Paraguay.

 

Valoi and Elodia from 2 Palmas, El Estribo are lined up for eye surgery as soon as I get back to work.  Narcisa Rojas, health promoter also from Estribo has at last plucked up enough courage to have gall-stones removed.  Norma, health promoter in Sombrero Piri is now a proud grandmother for the first time, Please continue to pray for blind Liberato Cabanas.
