Hi, friends, 
Christmas Greetings from the whole Montoya family and from the brothers and sisters in our congregations, Holy Trinity, the Pamplona Alta missions, Christ the Redeemer and St Peter’s. We trust that our God is blessing your lives and that your desires are being fulfilled in line with the will of God. Good! 

Here we are continuing in the work to which God has committed us with the children in the school [Holy Trinity] and the child day-care centres [Holy Trinity and Christ the Redeemer] and our churches. 
 

The situation here becomes more difficult each day. The economic situation is difficult to keep up with, and to end the year with the income we ought to have we have to do everything possible to generate incoming resources and they are still not enough to cover costs.

At the moment we are moving forward in line with our normal incomes and this worries me because every month we fall short of meeting the various payments. 

In Christ the Redeemer we continue the task, working with the teenagers. There is a lot to do with them. We want to do many things, one of them is to succeed in getting them study: in one case a technician and in other cases that they complete secondary schooling which various ones have given up. There are places where we can enroll them for them to learn in the evenings, but they cost: 80.00 soles [USD $30] a month. And a technical degree course like repairs of PCP, a mechanical course for cars, etc the cost is 200 soles [USD $76] a month. Help us to seek out and find godparents or donors for these boys.
1. Alexis Guzman, aged 16, has 6 younger brothers. His father used to work as a helper in a building firm and his mother died two years ago. The grandmother looks after them and cooks when there is money for food; otherwise they get a meal at the public soup kitchen. He wants to continue studying and to finish his secondary schooling. The monthly cost for him to study is 150.00 soles (USD $59).
2. Jose Huapaya, aged 16, lives with his 5 brothers, 1 older, 4 younger than him. 
They live with the mother who has been working selling vegetables in a market in the estate and it stretches only for eating and sending the younger ones to school. The father abandoned them and has another family. Jose wants to finish his secondary studies. The monthly cost for him to study is 150.00 soles (USD $59). 

3. Jerel Ludena, aged 15, lives with his brother and his father, who is an alcoholic. He gave up studying and now is on the street since his mother died. She was the one who used to pay for his schooling. Their aunts bring them a meal and the elder brother has been working as an assistant in a carpentry firm and is also studying. Jerel wants to study but he does not have the means to complete the secondary course. The monthly cost for him to study is 150.00 soles ($59 USD). 

4. Marco Salas aged 17. To help him to be able to study a technical course I am making arrangements. The monthly cost for him to study is 250.00 soles ($98 USD). He lives alone in a house and goes to the school at Christ the Redeemer to help with the cleaning or other needs and there he gets lunch.

These are the most urgent ones. I am praying that we shall be able to help to change their lives and to look at life of a different kind and depart from where they are at present. 

Please tell the friends about our needs, the school and the children. I as Director have not had a fund to work with for a year. You know that the contributions we have from the parents are not enough. 
I personally do not have an income from my salary now for 2 months because I have to pay the teachers first and the cleaners and for the lunch. They come first, and still I am missing out each month because I have to raise funds for my salary and that of all the teachers. But no income, there is nothing.

I know that God is sovereign and He looks on everything which we are doing and the desires to help others in greater need than ourselves. Please help us get a bigger school and to be able to care for more children and to be able to improve the incoming resources. Please may our God give you wisdom, and the people can be touched and blessed by God for helping.
Anderson has to raise his Diocesan quota of 1000 soles minimum each month so that this can be his stipend. If it is not raised for say 3 months, they give him only what he has collected. I have to generate incoming resources and my total salary as director. I have to collect together the wages of the teachers and all the staff.  If I do not get all, I alone am responsible to pay what I put in the account of that which is collected in a month for everyone, at Cristo Redentor and Holy Trinity.
