Caçador.

This is a very impoverished rural community two hours’ drive from Itaperuçu, a community which is cut off from others in times of rain, the dirt roads being impassable 
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Monte Horebe is working with community leaders and with students, volunteer doctors and other professionals from Curitiba to improve the standard of living of the Caçador community. 

Having baselined the health of the children and having discovered that the majority were undernourished and infested by intestinal worms, a group of students of nutrition began work with parents in order to establish a healthy diet regime.  At the same time steps were taken, medically, to deal with the worms.

With the rural economy being very fragile in nature, largely dependent upon forestry and subsistence agriculture, Monte Horebe has enlisted the help of professional agronomists who are working to enhance the quality of agricultural practice and encourage the Caçador community to produce crops which will not only provide a healthy diet but which will sell in local markets.
The need for a community centre has been recognised, indeed through a church here in Northern Ireland money to commence the project has been provided and the necessary parcel of land acquired.   Eventually Caçador will have its own school, health centre and communal meeting space.  Unfortunately continuation of the development has been delayed until the local electricity company moves one of its poles.  In the local government district of Itaperuçu, as in many other places, bureaucracy rules.
