However Brazilian wealth is concentrated in the south of the country and poverty in the north, and we still have a long way to go. As a beginning the directors of MFH have launched a new monthly contribution program, using a new tax relief law to try to stimulate this.  Please pray that many will join us.
We are especially grateful to St Peter´s Shipley who have on top of regular support raised £5000 last year towards the purchase of a house for the MFH boys, and thus alleviate the large amount we have to spend on rent each month. 
New Venture
The farm is now becoming more productive and producing crops which will help cut food costs at MFH. We are currently enjoying “Macaxeira” and “Avocado Pear” and have beans, sweet corn, yams, on the way. During the Carnival camp the youngsters identified 20 different types of tropical fruits on the farm!
However the farm space is still under used. We are being challenged to look seriously at the ever growing drugs problem, especially “crack”. As part of this a group is looking for ways of financing a work. To this end, they have rented a small shop to begin selling second hand goods. This venture needs much prayer, to know God´s leading. 
Wedding Bells will be ringing again. Filipe and Elise are back from the short honeymoon, and while Claudimir   [Gordo ] will be tying the knot on the 24th of March. Claudimir is an ex worker from MFH.
