The young people who have been doing leadership training are now getting involved with the Sunday School as well which sounds great.

4. The school at Living Waters Church starts a new school year and there will be  between 160 and 170 children attending.

5. Debbie Adams from St Georges Swollowbeck in Lincoln is settling in to her time in Olinda, trying hard with the language barrier. She is working two days at My Father’s House and also spending time at Living Waters on the shanty town.

6.John,Hudson and Rosie go back to university and Hudson is in need of a part time job which seems difficult to find.

May God work mightly in all these areas of His work in Olinda and the many other projects going on which happen quietly along the way.
