We pray for and Chris
Hawksbee as he and some Chaco communities are pushing for cattle production projects to make use of the grass
that is available which, usually goes to waste or gets burnt off. We also pray for the plans to strengthen the beekeeping
enterprises. Amen.

The day is yours, and yours also the night; you established the sun and moon. It was you who set all the boundaries of
the earth; you made both summer and winter. (verses 16 -17)

Creator God we pray for Caroline Gilmore and all those who are taking part in the Mission Paraguay sewing projects
in the Redeemer Church, Zeballos Cue and St Andrews Cathedral. We pray that those who desire to take part will be
able to find time in busy lives.
