February (the last month of the school summer holidays).

I now help two afternoons a week at our church's ‘Compassion’ project. It is great to have the chance to get to
know these children better, o be able to provide a link with Sunday school and just to be available to listen. As
previous teaching experience is not a requirement to be a futor, I'm also glad to be there as someone who the futors
can come to if they need help with classroom management ideas or just need someone to share their joys and
struggles with!

The children at Mision San Patricio are such a delight! Another delight is that we now have a toilet at the
mission! We will no longer need to break our journey at the supermarket on the way. Thanks to a feam from the U.S.
we also have a sounder structure which has given us much more space in the shade, very necessary in this heat!
Apart from 'The Ark' on Saturdays, the mission is also running workshops during the week for the children. I'm
running an English club on Tuesdays for about forty children (aged 2-11 so quite a challenge!) and hope to continue a
workshop on Tuesdays at the beginning of the school term (possibly on health issues; watch this spacel!).
