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Thank you very much for your prayers and sorry for not giving you news to help you pray last month. Almost 3 weeks ago on the Sunday Lynn could not go down stairs for breakfast. Since then she has never gone down stairs again. However she is now walking with a Zimmer which we bought for her after she stayed up stairs. But with the kitchen down stairs meals take much longer. However while we eat we normally listen to a sermon from the UK and so feed on and enjoy God’s Word while we enjoy the tasty meals Ester cooks for us and which I heat up. Thank you for those expository sermons on a Bible passage or Bible theme. They are the type of sermons we like best. Please keep sending them.

Then on the next Sunday Lynn did not want to get out of bed except for going to the loo. When this again happened on the Monday I got worried especially as Lynn thought that she had not walked for months. Then Catherine, who is an occupational physiotherapist, helped us in many ways including getting a male nurse to attend to Lynn every day for two hours in the morning. So Lynn is able to walk again with the help of her Zimmer. She now needs help in almost everything and so I am in the house 24 hours a day except when someone else is here looking after her. For me her worst problem is lack of memory.

Please pray for Bishop Nick and his wife Catherine as they care for the whole diocese. They travel throughout the large diocese and are now visiting the isolated Indian village Santa Teresa and area. Our missionary colleagues David and Shelley Stokes live in our old house in Juarez. They concentrate on teaching future Indian leaders but David also preaches in our old church in Juarez and also in the other churches we planted around Juarez up to 115 kilometres from Juarez, two of them in remote areas, San Isidro and Quemado. They are now in Santa Maria a remote Indian village on the river Pilcomayo near where Lynn used to work as a missionary nurse before we married. Please pray for David and Shelley. Please also pray for Nick and Catherine. They have visited all the Indian communities once and are now doing so the second time. Many of these communities had never been visited by a Bishop for many years. So thank the Lord for these visits and pray that they may be maintained after Nick and Catherine have to end their ministry there.

Please continue to pray for Jaime who will have his operation to remove his liver stones on the 16th of April. Please pray for this operation and that Jaime and his wife and teen age son may all come to know the Lord. She is asking me to also give her a Bible. Please also pray for his friend and plumber called Raul who Jaime brought to our house today. I have just given them both an evangelistic paper I wrote on Jesus’ double parable of the pearl and treasure. Please pray that through the parable they may see that Christ is the treasure and pearl they need more than anyone or anything else. 

Jaime brought Raul to our house because there is a leak in a water pipe in the wall of our flat and the owner Mirta says I am responsible to mend it. It looks as though it may be a costly business as the outside walls and garage below have all been dampened. It also seems an unreasonable demand by Mirta as it would have happened whether we were living in the flat or not. But when Ester explained this to Mirta the owner started to shout at Ester. So pray for guidance that we may be both meek and at the same time not silly and that in His time God may guide us to a downstairs flat or house suitable for Lynn and affordable for us.
