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Family
60% of our family celebrated their birthdays in October - (Ale 8th, Belen 14th and Jacinta 22nd) It was such fun to celebrate together and such a blessing to see our girls growing healthy and happy. 
Ale has been involved in a Counselling Course in the Centre for Pastoral Studies. (CEP) It has been good for her and we are sure it will be useful as she disciples women at the church. 

We have begun looking for a bigger house to fit our needs (the current is a bit too small, the girls are growing and the house is no longer helpful for the kind of ministry we are doing) 

We are also thinking about schooling for the girls. It hasn’t been easy for us to take the decision about where our kids will go. In Chile, that decision will affect even the place where we live. 
PLEASE PRAY: 
· for endurance as we finish the year. There are a lot of things happening as we plant a church and   it is important that they don’t affect the dynamics and routines of our family. 

·  that we may continue to love each other with patience, as tiredness comes and goes at different times in the week. 

· that we may find a house that fits our needs and that we can decide about the right school for our girls and that God may provide for our financial needs in this regard. 

Iglesia Santiago Apóstol (ISA)
Last year we set up and developed a system of small groups meeting on Wednesday.  This year we began with Bible studies for men and  women and on 1st May we began our Sunday services.  God has given growth, and now every Sunday about 40-45 people come to worship Jesus Christ which is awesome if we think that last year we began the process with just nine people. 

The most exciting part of it all is the possibility of training leaders, evangelism and disciple one to one. But the toughest part is establishing the foundations for a church that has to be solid in godly testimony and sound doctrine.

Gimnasio (Ministry Training Strategy)
As I write this newsletter I’m sitting in the first Conference for Trainers organized by Gimnasio and a Church Planting Foundation called “Generación”. It is such a blessing to see this strategy take form and spread to the rest of the country as new ministers came to understand the program and know how to put it into practice in their local congregations. 

As a national office we have  a vision that aims to help raise 20 pastors for 2020. In the Chilean reality it is a very ambitious number but it would be an enormous joy for us and a huge benefit for the Anglican Church. 

The next step is to be able to be a self-sustained office.
