Today in Brazil, we celebrate the Day of the Pastor. And we feel a great joy to be investing our lives in the Christian priesthood. But unfortunately, we can not celebrate now because Ian is still without strength, and stays in bed most of the time. Tomorrow, we need a doctor to see what is happening to him. Ian feels cold and heat, interleaved, and cannot stand for long. We were advised that this treatment could bring some complications, but if it did, he would suspend treatment until it becomes smooth again.

We received an email from Beth, and we were very touched by your attention now. We know you are praying, because we feel we have the strength to face this moment, and we can see the Lord in this. Now we have the money to deposit in my bank and to cover that check. But so far we have no answers from the Health Plan, and in Brazil, this may take a long time.

Yesterday we had a day very intense in the Church, as we begin the second module of the School of Missions. Of the 23 students, only 17 passed the exams and now we are preparing for the third module, which will be a mission trip to the interior of Pernambuco. We are using a material of TEAR FUND - Preparing for an Emergency, where we took the main points so that they learn to lead in times of tragedy. Like Nehemiah, Ruth, Paul ... and other simple people who God used to be leaders in crisis and emergency. These youth come from difficult situations and they get an ability to overcome difficult situations with more ease than people who always had everything. As Christians, they are empowered by the Holy Spirit and the Word of God to come out of a position of spectators and assume a leadership position, when there is flooding, landslides barriers, fires, waves of violence, etc.
Our parish has very few leaders, and they are so young. As for adults, is more difficult for them to let the Gospel transform their lives. But for children and young people, life is starting now. They become leaders more easily than adults. The School of Missions is strategy more costly to organize, but that gives more results. At School, discipleship is intensive. We do some education and do the final practice. As in YWAM. This is our seventh school and our team, this being the first students of the first schools. How good is to see a generation ago today, serving and managing the new students!
We are so grateful to God for all these young adults, 18, 19, 20 .... 24 years, who were our children in Sunday School when we arrived in that community. And after all these years, we have two young persons in seminary doing Mission.


Please pray for our health and strength in these days. We have to take care of Ian, the house, and everything that is happening in the Church. We intend to go to the Valley Catimbau, 5 hours by car and inland of Pernambuco. I'll go with 30-40 people to do the practical module of the School of Missions. We will spend four days with the Presbyterian Church of Catimbau. And we know will be a blessing for the spiritual growth of our new leaders and to the brothers of Catimbau.
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Catimbau Valley is a place to everyone who loves nature! Land of immense historical beauty, geographical and cultural. Ideal place to learn learning, a composite nature of lush primitive formations. It is the third Indian Archaeological Site in the country, where evidence was found of the passage of primitive man.
The place is gorgeous. Cut by dozens of different tracks, where each track in the nature reserve in the surprises and the most exotic natural elements. The Catimbau Valley is a mix of archaeological site and park ecotourism with many square miles of plains, valleys, slopes, savanna and forests. Its geological formations present the different types and colors of sandstone. Dating back more than 100 million years, where his highest elevation record is 1060 meters above sea level, in the hills of Jerusalem. Within its 200 hectares of area, there are about two thousand caves, 28 caves and cemeteries known, having a variety of inscriptions and paintings in several places. It's a really lovely place, it is worth a visit.

Unfortunately, the community that lives in the Valley is very poor and unaware of the wealth of the place. They have no idea of the value of this archaeological area. The elderly do not know how to express themselves and young people are suffering from depression. We realise that poverty suffer a culture shock with the information they get on TV.

We know this place two years ago and by accident, my heart fell in love with the people and the place. It's a beautiful place with great potential, but the churches and people can not see the treasure of that land, and has suffered from anxiety to get out of that place, because do not have much perspective on how to survive there. God showed in my heart that we can be helpful that population and at the same time giving opportunity to our new leaders to grow in their self-reliance and dependence on God to bring God's love in a practical way and also construct new values of the Kingdom of God in that community.
