Doris has been ill, but is now getting better – thank you for your prayers. We are in Cabanaconde at the moment, and our children are back in Arequipa studying.

Here are some prayer points:

· Please support me in prayer so that I can continue sharing the gospel among the people here in Cabanaconde. They are generally very indifferent to the message and more concerned with their work and celebrating their ‘religious’ festivals.
· We would like to go into the schools to be able to teach Christian values, and we hope that this will be possible. The official religion here is Roman Catholicism, and not much notice is taken of the reformed churches. Please pray that the Lord will open doors for us to be allowed to go in and teach at least once a week.
· We are praying that the Lord will guide us in opening up a radio station in Cabanconde. This would be a great blessing for the people in the area. The cost just for the paperwork and permission to operate would be very expensive. (around £6,000) Please pray that the Lord will see fit to provide for this project.

· On a personal note, we ask your special prayers for my daughter Helen, who is worried about being able to continue in her studies for another year due to lack of funds. Pray that the Lord will help her to complete her course and provide the resources she needs.
