Greetings from all of us and apologies for our delay in writing. 

Personal news:

· Danny was laid off work for a couple of weeks due to a resurgence of the depression he had last year. His health is still a cause for concern, as he doesn’t seem to be able to shake off his depression. We value your continued prayers for him and Ary.
· Ary had to travel to Concepción to support her mother when her father was seriously ill. Many people had been praying about his spiritual condition and on Monday, June 8th, something wonderful happened. Though very weak he was able to open his heart to God, to ask and receive God’s forgiveness and ask forgiveness of those around him. He was able to sing and pray and told the family that he suddenly felt tremendously light and free. The next morning, surrounded by his family he quietly and joyously passed away. Through all of this we have been grateful for the children’s support and growth in responsibility and maturity.
· Our household has grown from five to eight people, with the addition of a young woman called Coté, her four month old baby, Maxi, and eight year old daughter, Khristen. Her drug addict husband threw her out and she had no family to stay with. Our sons Samuel and Michael insisted on moving into one cramped bedroom to leave room for Coté and her children. Having them share our home has been a blessing, and Coté has helped out with some of the housework while looking for a job. We hope she will soon save enough to enrol in a hairdressing course and to receive some training.

· We are thankful for what the Lord is doing through the discipleship groups which continue. We are particularly grateful and request your prayers for the work of the pastoral group (Daniel Kirk, Raúl González and Nellie Figueroa), and for the support of the PCC. In Danny’s absence they are responsible for keeping the life of the church and its different facets functioning, and are increasingly becoming the support that Danny so much needs. We pray that we may all be enabled to share God’s vision for the way ahead.
· We are grateful for SAMS through which all your support for our pension has come, and also for taking loving care for different needs that have arisen at different times. 
· We also praise God for the faithfulness and generosity of our brothers and sisters in Christ Church, Fulham, who have contributed to our support for the past nine years. It is time, however, for the local church to take on its responsibility, as Christ Church will begin to cut down on its remittance to us next year (2010). This is a really important and pressing issue for which we greatly value your prayers.

As you enjoy your summer and we splash through the winter rains, and international problems and crises seem to mount up, may we all be enabled by His grace to “remain faithful, unmovable, always abounding in the work of the Lord.”
