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1. Jefferson is now working with the boys at My Father’s House and the discipline with the boys is improving. Jefferson is still adapting to his new role. There are two new boys, three possible new boys and a 16- year-old who is at M.F.H. on a temporary basis until a safer place further away can be found as he is in danger.  Volunteers David Clay and Hannah Cross have returned home and the only English person is Val Burgess, there until mid-December. Please pray for her as she is finding the food, midge bites and the language difficult. Having said that, she is already decorating and treating doors against termites; they have decided to do a bedroom in UK colours – red, white and blue - another in Brazil colours - green, yellow and blue - and haven’t decided on a third yet. The boys like the bright colour schemes.  There is a psychologist visiting one hour a week costing £100 a month. Money is still required for a social worker. Professionals can earn so much more than M.F.H. can afford.

2. M.F.H. has a board of directors to whom the project is accountable and who make the final decisions, but they are not very hands-on. Ian is hoping to set up an executive council who will be more pro-active exploring new projects and possible ways of funding the work involved. He has a retired pastor and a retired policeman in mind. Please pray more enthusiastic people on to the council with energy and ideas.

3. The Christian Community Centre at Living Waters has 250 children this academic year, ages 2 to 16, 12 teachers, 2 co-ordinators, 1 nurse, 1 cook, 1 cook’s helper, 1 horticulturist who is encouraging the families to grow vegetables near their homes. Work has begun on the two new classrooms which are urgently required. 
4. The challenges are:
a. Evangelism working with the young involved in drugs and crime. Andy Roberts and his fiancée Rosie did some of this but they are in the UK until July.

b. Recovery and discipleship

c. More helpers needed

d. Re-integration of children back into the family and community

e. Training for the older children who have not completed school, possible apprenticeships.
5. Leadership training is happening every Saturday 3 to 5 pm for              everyone in ministry.

6. Elias is doing theological training at an Anglican Seminary.

7. Claudemer is doing theological training at a Pentecostal Seminary.

8. Siméa has started her masters in sociology, has had two weeks’ intensive work, and is doing an essay a month until the next intensive training. It is costing £90 a month plus books, and money is still required to cover these expenses. She is enjoying the course and it would be awful if she could not complete because of lack of funds.

Stop Press  Friday 3rd to Sunday 5th July, Ian and Siméa will be giving an update in person at the Bawtry Hall weekend. If you want to be there please make a definite commitment this week as we have to talk money to the hall. Cancelling rooms at this stage costs 40% of the price. I do know one or two more people did say they wanted to attend but I haven’t had a form or a deposit from them.
This follows the successful gathering in 2006 when supporters of the work in Olinda and former volunteers at the projects there met for a stimulating time of worship, Bible teaching and learning about this ministry among some of Brazil’s poorest and most vulnerable.

Full board for the weekend in the main house is £84.00 and the Garden wing is £74.00.
