It looks as if only the younger ones will be able to continue in education, with the help of the Presbyterians. Another £1,100 a month is required for the older children. An urgent matter for your prayers.

6 The youth group 13 to 17 are doing well with Bible study and games; they led the service recently, which went well. However, the older group has dissolved, which is sad.

7 The young married couple Ian and Siméa are supporting are doing well but need daily input and encouragement. Other teenagers want to help but money would be required to employ workers to support them.   
8 In the new year there will be a review of the projects; a consultant from UNESCO helped identify areas that are problems which need dealing with. Please pray for God to give Ian and Siméa wisdom and discernment in their planning for the future.
