From the Director of the Infants School and Child Day Care Centre

Hello, beloved. We are giving breakfasts each morning, everything varied and nutritious, so that the children are well protected and healthy. Again there was a general clean-up and disinfection of each classroom.
We made visits to the homes of the children with the Social Assistant Erika Montoya, and there were various cases to follow up, since in several homes we could observe failure in security and hygiene where our children live. We got in touch with the health clinic of our community, and jointly with Erika they are seeing the way to support and to begin a work of supporting families of the most distant communities in Pamplona Alta, where vital basics for looking after health are limited and the families buy water from a lorry cistern.

Humidity is one of the problems that we are fighting in Holy Trinity. The church roof falls in each time the rain and the summer come. At present it is dripping and filtering water each time that it rains. Where we hold three classes two of the panels of the classrooms have fungus and we have to paint and tidy them up. We pray for the infant population that we, the Anglican schools, reach and we ask that the Lord provide that which is lacking according to his riches in glory.

We pray for you. Thank you for helping us and continuing forward in this project with children of our population in Pamplona Alta. In Christ Jesus, Isabel Montoya, 12 August.
We continue in the work that the Lord has put in our hearts. Brothers and sisters, economic matters in our diocese are bad on every front. There has been no money for a month. They cut back the lunch budget. We have been helped much by the UK gifts for breakfast. We do not know what will happen at the end of the year. We have to say goodbye to three people in the school because we do not have the money to pay them. The budget for September, October and November has been reduced, and we do not know whether there will be money for December. Only we trust in the provision of the Lord and in the goodness of your hearts. We shall continue praying, now even more in times of change.

Thanks for all your love for the children and economic and spiritual help for us.
