The Lord has every right to be angry with people who destroy His world and whose lives reflect a complete denial that there is a righteous and holy God.  In Paraguay, as in many other places, it is obvious why there are natural disasters, like the worst drought for 70 years that is happening here.  The forests and all that lived in them are fast disappearing, the heat since last August has been intolerable.  There is unrest in every sector of society; the school teachers have been on strike and the promised change hasn't happened and, of course, won't until people allow the Holy Spirit to change them from within so that honesty, morality and a respect for God and His world take the place of "No. 1"

4. Please pray for nurse Wendy Poer in England who feels God is calling her to come and work with me also for Ruth Pittman in Birmingham and Ruth Cabrera, here, now qualified as a technical nurse and working at Yalva Sanga for 2 years, that the Lord would make his will clear for the future.

5. Aminda, the widow who lives in the Asuncion house is very poorly and very depressed as the first anniversary of her husband's death approaches.
